Aluminum Alloy Wheels 28" April

Peter Hammond gave us a most informative talk on the use of aluminum
alloy in the manufacture of aircraft wheels and onto its use for car wheels.
He said that in the past wheels for aircraft had been made from magnesium
alloy castings, but these were superseded by aluminum alloy castings and
forgings — forging being the superior method because of greater strength and
fewer inherent defects.

Aircraft wheels are subject to the high standards of all aspects of manufacture
and use of aircraft components. Stringent specifications, inspections and test
apply.

Aluminum alloy wheels for cars have become very popular due possibly to
the perception that they are lighter and therefore enhance a cars performance
but due more certainly to the eye appeal of the good finish and aura of
luxury. Aluminum wheels are more expensive and more prone to damage
than the steel counterpart.

A lively discussion ensued with a range of questions both technical and non
technical. The farming community even raising (tongue in cheek) the
prospect of aluminum wheels on tractors with the consequent problem of
damage and repair (by welding torch).

Alrewas National Arboretum Visit 9" May

A party of 21 Rotarians and friends visited the National Memorial Arboretum
near Tamworth.

The idea of the Arboretum was conceived in 1988 when the current Director
David Childs CBE visited Arlington Cemetery in Washington USA. Group
Captain Leonard Cheshire played a large part in influencing the then Prime
Minister (John Major) in 1994 to launch an appeal to create the Arboretum.
At the time the project had no money and no land. 82 acres of land (a
reclaimed gravel working) was provided by Redland (now Lafarge)
Aggregates and has since had a further 70 acres gifted — including the
wildlife lake. Our guide informed us that some 50,000 trees of all varieties
had already been planted.

Those on the visit were most impressed with what had been achieved already
— a place to reflect on what had happened over the past century.
